Development 

The children will work as a 
team to come up with class 
rules. The children will work 
as a team to take turns and 
learn all of their new friends 
names. We will talk about 
what makes a kind friend and 
why this is so important. The 
children will learn and talk 
about different families and 
how we are all different. We 
will discuss sharing and why 
it is important.  

The children will learn the un-
derstanding of family and 
talk about people who are 
special to them. We will learn 
how to use the interactive 
whiteboard and create jungle 
pictures using the ‘draw’ pro-
gram. The children will look 
at how colours change when 
they are mixed together. We 
will discuss where we live, 
our homes and our local envi-
ronment. The children will 
learn and talk about how we 
are all  different. We will talk 
about our own and other  
peoples beliefs.  

The children will learn 
about spatial awareness 
and how to find a space 
in the hall. We will focus 
on movement and moving 
around the hall carefully 
like different animals. The 
children will get an  
introduction to our  
outdoor area. We will  
focus on pencil grip and 
control. The children will 
also learn how to hold 
and use scissors correctly 
through various fine motor 
activities.       

 
 



 
—Theme Content—Curriculum links  

Expressive Arts and  
Design  

The children will paint self 
portraits, thinking about their 
features. We will  create our 
own jungle animal mask, 
thinking and discussing 
about our favourite jungle 
animal and why. The chil-
dren will create their own 
jungle animal paintings, 
thinking of the correct colours 
to use. We will work together 
to create a jungle  collage.      

Outdoor Learning 

Sessions 

The children will explore our 
woods and hunt for natural 
items to create their own vase 
collage.  

Maths 

The children will match and 
sort objects. We will focus 
and discuss size, mass and 
capacity. The children will 
explore, begin to recognise 
and recreate patterns using 
various objects.
